Guidelines for submitting a poster presentation 

The poster presentations should be on a paper measuring a maximum of 1m/1.25m. The poster should include the title of your presentation and details of the organizations represented and people involved. The font size used should be 30 or larger. It is best to limit the amount of information on the poster so that it can be easily read and assimilated by other participants. 

Some likely headings for a research project would be:
Background to the project, Methods Used, Results, Conclusions, Recommendations 

But if the poster is not about a research project the headings maybe:

Background, Description of Activities, Challenges, Outcomes, Recommendations 

As the theme of the conference is Linking Disability, Rehabilitation and CBR we invite you to relate your poster to this topic. For example: if your area of interest is HIV & Disability then it would be interesting to present a poster on how your organization links this knowledge and skills to implementing CBR or other rehabilitation strategies. Or if you run a CBR programme how do you link your service to other activities of disabled activists and/or specialist rehabilitation.
