Examples of case studies may include 

· how people with disabilities came together to campaign and/ or offer each other support, 
· how CBR programme facilitated access to basic needs such as health care, education, income, food, clothing, housing etc.
· how people with disabilities worked together to remove barriers and or lead service development 

· how service providers removed barriers in health, education, livelihood or social sectors 

· how a professional changed their practice to empower people with disabilities, 

· how service innovation  reduced isolation and improved inclusion/ participation
· how policy or legislation had a positive impact on access to education, health, livelihood, social, family and community life etc 
· how CBR has promoted inclusive development either in a single sector or across sectors - inclusive education, inclusive health, inclusive livelihood etc.
· examples of effective strategic or operational partnerships involving people with disabilities, government and or service providers, employers, unions etc 

· examples of cross sectoral cooperation involving at least two of the main government/development sectors (health, education, livelihood, social)

· how people with disabilities and parents of children with disabilities are involved in decision-making and leadership roles in CBR programmes

· how women and girls with disabilities are empowered to participate actively and equally

· how children with disabilities are included in campaigns for the rights of the child and women with disabilities are included in the women’s movement 
· how CBR facilitated better facilities/access to services in crisis situations or in programmes for HIV/AIDS, Mental Health, Leprosy and other chronic conditions

· how planning and implementing CBR programmes serve as a catalyst for multisectoral cooperation
